· Current Map

· County or Counties involved must have an active Weed Board

· Cost share basis 50/50

· Project or Projects should be in forest areas with 10% canopy cover or lands adjacent or associated to the forested lands.

· Grant ending date Dec. 1, 2011  (final report due by Dec 1, 2011)
Awarding of any invasive species management grant is subject to the availability of funds. The grant applications are due by May 16, 2011.
