The Utah Department of Agriculture and Food is offering grants through the Noxious Weed Program for the control and management of noxious weeds.  Funding for projects will begin July 1, 2011 and terminate June 30, 2012.  Applications for the Noxious Weed Grants are due no later than June 1, 2011.  Funding requires a 50/50 match.
The Noxious Weed Grants are intended to control or manage noxious weeds with “on the ground work”.  Noxious Weed Grants will not be awarded for research. The funding level is $200,000 for this State fiscal year. Award letters will be sent out by June 22, 2011.
A minimal amount of Noxious Weed Grant funding can be used for the purchase of incidental equipment needed to complete a project.  The purchase of large pieces of equipment, such as four-wheelers and large spray tanks, are not allowed.  Educational information can be part of a project that informs the public about a project, and solicits the publics help for the successful completion of the project.
