· Grant ending date Dec. 14, 2008 (final report due by Dec 17, 2008) 

· Grant Amounts $2,000.00 - $8,000.00 

Awarding of any invasive species management grant is subject to the availability of funds. 
The grant applications are due by March 15, 2008.
